All other information, such as health and medical records, disciplinary re-
cords, records of personal counseling, required student and family financial
income records, transcripts or student permanent academic records, student
placement records and other personally identifiable information shall be
open for inspection only to the student and such members of the profes-
sional staff of the college as have responsibility for working with the stu-
dent. Such information will not be released to second parties.

Except as required for use by the president in the discharge of his official
responsibilities as prescribed by laws, regulations of the state board, and
board policies, the designated custodian of such records may release infor-
mation from these records to others only upon authorization in writing from
the student or upon a subpoena by a court of competent jurisdiction.

Note to studentWhen completing your application to this university, you
are required to indicate by your signature that you were notified of your
rights as recorded by Statute 20, United States Code, Section 1232g.

ACCREDITATION

Faith Christian University holds accreditation with two
proven private school accreditation agencies. First, the
Transworld Accrediting Commission International (TACI),

is based in Riverside, CA and provides FCU with excel-
lence in accreditation standards. Secondly, the Apostolic
Council For Educational Accountability (ACEA), under the
leadership of Peter Wagner is based in Colorado Springs,
CO. ACEA provides the accountability and credibility for Christian educa-
tion institutions. FCU excels in spiritual and academic trustworthiness and
is pleased to be validated by these fine accrediting agencies. Accreditation
is basically an organized way of determining the acceptance of credits or
degrees from any particular institution. Since academic recognition is a
continual process, the administration, faculty and staff of FCU has made a
commitment to provide the highest quality standards of education without
compromise, to the Biblical and theological philosophies of Christianity.
This agency is not affiliated or recognized by the federal government, or
the Department of Education with the state of Florida.

Faith Christian University is a private institution and is not connected with
government schools. FCU makes no guarantee of the acceptance of FCU
credits to other institutions except those accredited through Transworld
Accrediting Commission International or the Apostolic Council For Educa-
tional Accountability. Transfer of credits from FCU to other institutions of
learning are solely up to the discretion and desire of the institution where
the student is applying. Students are encouraged to inquire how the educa-
tional institution into which they plan to transfer concerning the transfer-
ability of credits received through any another institution in advance of
enrollment.

The degree programs of this University are designed solely for religious
vocations. FCU makes no claims, implied or otherwise, that our educa-
tional programs, courses, or curricula are the same as offered by secular
state colleges and universities. FCU desires to remain separate and thereby
maintain our religious prerogatives and freedom to compose courses and
design degree programs that are in accordance with our Biblical convic-
tions and beliefs.

FCU is not affiliated with the State of Florida or the U.S. Department of
Education. Credits and Degrees earned at FCU are for those in Christian
service.

Faith Christian University, Orlando, Florida is the educational division of
Faith Teaching Center (Bud and Faith Fredrick Ministries, Inc.), a non
profit religious corporation chartered by the State of Florida and an ecclesi-
astical educational institution authorized to operate by the State of Florida
under Section 246.083 of the Florida Statues.

According to this authorization and registration, we are regulated by the
State Board of Independent Colleges & Universities, SBICU. Each provi-
sion is predicated on the principle of separation of church and state, which
in effect acknowledges the constitutional right for ecclesiastical (church)
affiliated educational entities to exist and provide religi@sed education

free from interference by secular government and from the requirements
imposed upon federal and state subsidized colleges and universities. In so
doing, Faith Christian University, like hundreds of other schools across the
United States, desires to maintain separation from state and federal govern-
ment, and thereby maintain its religious prerogatives and freedom to com-
pose courses and design degree programs based on its Biblical convictions
and beliefs.

All degrees offered at FCU are exclusively in religious disciplines for min-
isterial service. The sole purpose and function of our programs, courses
and curricula are to prepare genuinely bagain believers in Christ for the
work of the ministry according to Ephesians-44. The degrees issued
through FCU may not be recognized within the secular academic and busi-
ness communities. FCU makes no claims, implied or expressed, that its
educational programs, courses, or curricula are of the same type, substance
and effect as those offered by secular state colleges and universities. On
the contrary, we desire to make it clear that the two are manifestly different
in terms of premise, substance, delivery system, philosophy of both pur-
pose and application and status.

Transfer of credits to other educational institutions is a determination made
at the discretion of each institution on a chgease basis. Prospective
students of any educational institution are always advised to inquire of the
educational institution into which they plan to transfer concerning the trans-
ferability of credits received through another institution in advance of en-
roliment in courses and degree programs.

MINISTRY EXPERIENCE CREDIT

FOR UNDERGRADUATE PROGRAMS

FCU offers those engaged in fif@ld ministry the opportunity to receive
undergraduate academic credit for ministry experience. Credits are evalu-
ated on an individual basis. To receive credits the student must have
worked at least five (5) years in a field ministry position. They will

have gained experience, including creating and developing preaching/
teaching materials, as well as carrying out consistently the duties of a min-
ister, i.e. pastor, missionary, teacher, chaplain, counselor, or pastoral staff.

Ministry credits can be served in a pame or fulttime capacity but it
must be demonstrated that a calling for specific ministry has occurred and
carried out with diligence, commitment and faithfulness.

To apply for ministry experience credit

try Experience Form must be completed and all credit hours must be paid.

Call the FCU office for an appointment.

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CREDIT ASSESSMENT
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Students desiring to receive post high school credit from another institu-
tion, college or university previously attended are responsible to request
transcripts. They must be sealed, official transcripts sent directly to FCU in
order to be considered for evaluation.

No credit will be given for any unsubstantiated claims for continuing edu-
cation course work or for courses of a technical nature.

The student must have received a grade of C or better and with equivalent
hours. Once all of the necessary student documentation is received, a credit
evaluation and assessment will be done.

No educational institution can guarantee the acceptance of credits or de-
grees. Many factors are to be considered in the evaluation: differing pro-

gram of study, i.e. theology vs. science, grading systems, differing aca-
demic standards, etc.

ACADEMIC SCHEDULE —

An advantage of all the programs provided at Faith Christian University is the
flexibility of schedule. Students register and attend one course at a time. This
allows students to completely immerse themselves in that particular study.

Once a course is complete a student has the option of enrolling in another
course and continuing at their pace. This gives the opportunity for them to

achieve their educational goal over a period of time convenient to them.

Their own personal preference, their work schedule and their finances deter-
mine the speed with which they complete their program of study.

FCU offers a payasyou-go plan (see page 28). A student only pays for the
course they register for and attend. This affords the opportunity to "opt out”
of a next scheduled class without any loss of money or credits.

The weekly evening schedule at the main campus is:

Each course is taught over a four (4) week period, meeting one night per
week for three (3) hours. The actual lecture/class room time for each course
is 12 hours and has a value of three (3) credit hours. Course requirements
will include, reports, workbooks, papers, exams and textbook reading, as
stated on the course syllabus.

The weekend schedule at the main campus is:

Class is held on one Friday afternoon/evening and Saturday for a total of
twelve (12) hours. The student then completes the course requirements
within four (4) weeks as stated on the course syllabus. Another weekend
schedule is a course completed over two (2) Saturdays.
